A standard business interruption (Bl) policy covers a

Covered losses—even from a hurricane or terrorist
attack—impact specific regions

Pandemic-caused losses are excluded from
standard Bl policies because they impact all
businesses, at the same time

Insurers are financially stable and

Insurers have about $800 billion in policyholder’s
